
Costume Guide    – Junior and Senior Chorus 
 

 All costumes should be named and kept on the rails. Please treat the costumes with care as some are borrowed 
and others are made for 8 performances only and will not last if treated badly. 

 You must be in the correct costume in order to go on stage in front of an audience and this includes hair, makeup 
and shoes. Do not go on stage half dressed.  

 Once in costume and makeup you cannot leave your dressing room until the show starts, and only then when you 
are called and instructed to do so by your chaperone. Also, you cannot eat or drink in costume. Please bring a 
dressing gown or robe to wear when not in costume and waiting for your next change and over your costume when 
waiting to be called.  

 Additional items needed : Hairbrush, hairpins, hairgrips, bands, hair gel, make up/cleansing wipes, deodorant. 
 
Makeup  Where possible please could you do your hair & makeup before coming to the performance.  

Girls : dark foundation, red lipstick, eyeliner, brown or pink eye-shadow,  
Boys : dark foundation, dark red/brick coloured lipstick and eyeliner. 

Please remove makeup,  using cleansing wipes, before leaving the changing room at the end of the performance 
 
Unless stated otherwise – to be worn all the way through: Jazz Shoes, white or Grey ankle socks. 
 
UV Scene – Black Trousers, black tops, black socks, jazz shoes, Hoods, Gloves 

Seaweed  : attach black/green panels to your jumpers 
Octopus Arms : attach arms with Velcro to your sleeves 

 
Balsora – Baubles, Bangles & Beads   Merchants and citizens of Balsora 

Balsora costumes – all individual (Kaftans & trousers) 
Hair  : Single Plaits, or loose but pulled off the face with headband or Headdress 
Shoes : Jazz shoes or ballet shoes 

 
Truly Scrumptious  –  Leotards and Voile sweet wrapping  
 
Pirate King & Hard knock Life : Black Pantaloons, Plain coloured T shirt, Red waistcoat, red bandana, red cummerbund 

Hair  : Single Plait 
Shoes  : Jazz shoes 
Props  : Swords 

 
Bare Necessities : Sarongs for girls or shorts for the boys, halter neck tops or crop tops for the girls and sleeveless  

    T-shirts for the boys. 
Hair    : plait or pony tail 
Props    : Leis (flowers) 

 
Bad : Hoodie, combat trousers / UFOs / tracksuit bottoms and Jazz shoes / Jazz Trainers / Trainers – no ballet shoes 
 
Diam onds are a Girl’s Best Friend : white tights/grey socks 

Girls –  Silver tops and skirts 
Boys –  Silver Pantaloons and waistcoats – white T- Shirts 
Hair  Loose with Silver hairbands 
Show Girls : White & Silver Leotards, Feather Boas, Headdresses, Silver Dance shoes or silver strappy sandals,  

dancer’s natural shimmer tights, skin coloured or white underwear. 
Hair :  Buns 

 
Octopus’ Garden : Black Shorts, fishnet tights, black strap top or leotard Blue Tail coat and top hat. 
 
Walk Down – Silver outfits
